· All camp participants are expected to participate in all events and activities.
· Respect for camp property, camp leaders, and fellow students is expected and will be enforced at all times.
· Foul language of any form will not be tolerated.
· Inappropriate physical contact of any form will not be tolerated.
Summer camp is an opportunity for students to get away from their everyday lives and enjoy a fun and challenging environment that promotes positive life change. Our goal is to provide an environment for everyone to be successful, and it would break our hearts to send anyone home.
